"Do not be anxious about anything, but in every situation, by prayer
and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God."
Philippians 4:6

I love the deep pastoral wisdom of the Apostle Paul. He addresses
people where they are and engages with what they feel ("anxious")
about any situation ("anything").

But he doesn't just say "Don‘t be anxious!" That won't help. He gives a remedy: "In every
situation... present your requests to God."

We need to be careful here. Asking God is a good thing - a parent loves it when a child
comes to ask. The Lord's Prayer is full of requests. And Paul urges the Philippians to "present
your requests to God".

The theme
of this summer's event is Grateful. Let’s be praying, even now, that our lives, as well as our
prayers, would be marked by gratitude.

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Seminar speakers

Each week of the Convention will include a variety of seminars focused on different aspects of
the theme of Grateful. This newsletter highlights some of them.

In Week One, we are delighted to welcome Clare Heath-Whyte, Keswick Ministries trustee and
author, to speak on the witness of some key Christians in history, as well as David Landrum,
Director of Advocacy at the Evangelical Alliance, who will speak about being grateful for our
Christian heritage and Abi Jarvis, the public leadership coordinator at the Evangelical Alliance,
who will talk about being grateful for opportunities Christians have to shape and act in society.

Week Two's seminar speakers include Andrew Ollerton, author of The Bible Course, who will
give a Bible overview through the lenses of gratitude, and Anne Zaki who teaches seminary
students in Egypt will speak about gratitude and prayer. Richard Coekin, who is CEO of Co-
Mission a Church Planting Network in London and Senior Pastor of Dundonald Church, will be
speaking about God the Evangelist.

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How the Convention will work on one site

It will be great to be together on one site from this summer, with a new larger main venue,
and Base Camp moving into the former Pencil Factory packing warehouse.

Whilst based on the Pencil Factory site and Rawnsley site, we are still using Keswick
Methodist Church, St John’s Church (for Keswick Unconventional in Week 3), and St Herbert's
School (in Week 2 for Count Everyone In).

Conventioners are encouraged to walk or cycle where possible; if needing to use a car please
use the Rugby Club Convention car park. There is no on-site parking or street parking around
the site. There is limited parking for disabled drivers. A shuttle bus will run between
the Skiddaw Street site and the Pencil Factory site before and after main meetings.

Our excellent Children and Youth programme is based at Rawnsley and on the ground floor of
the former Pencil Factory building. There will also be a creche on the Pencil Factory site
(parental supervision required). Children and Youth need to be registered — registration will
open at Easter.

Peter Maiden update

We are pleased to share a health update from Peter Maiden, Minister-at-Large for Keswick
Ministries. Many people have been supporting Peter in prayer following his cancer diagnosis:
primary in the bowel, which has spread to his liver and lymph nodes.

He has had a series of six chemotherapy treatments - and was contacted just before
Christmas to say that these treatments had reduced all the tumours in size, and some had
disappeared completely. He has said that after losing a substantial amount of weight, he is
putting weight on again.

Peter is due to have six further treatments which will take him through until the end of
March. He aims to begin preaching again in April.

He said: "Thank you very much indeed for your prayers and your many notes of
encouragement and support. Please go on praying — one thing remains certain — "The Lord
will never abandon the work of His hands!"
